Then three more Hunters Ridge residents,
Edith Paetow, Jan Barmore and Jean Barkow, who are also St. Matthew’s House volunteers,
contacted the Thrift Store about Hunters Ridge donating some of the money to buy household
goods and clothing for these employees, many of whom have families. Thrift Store manager
Jamie Shedden responded by deciding to simply donate to the victims whatever was needed.
Hunters Ridge Golf and Country Club Membership and Communications Director Chris Durfey
said, "Thankfully, all of our employees affected by the flooding have been able to find a new place

to live.”

To date, The Thrift Store has helped 13 Hunters Ridge employees with over $7,600 worth of
merchandise, from couches, dinette sets, beds and clothing to pots, pans, lamps, dishes,
silverware, and more; and expects to help them all rebuild their lives in their new homes. Please
call The Thrift Store in Bonita Springs at 239-495-0159 for fast, free pickup if you would like to
donate any household goods.
